ds9tocxc converts a given Ds9 region file to CXC [1] format. The Ds9 regions are read from standard
input and the name of the CXC set is given via parameters outset. The names of the coordinates axes
in the CXC file can be specified via parameters xcolumn and ycolumn. Example:

ds9tocxc outset=reg.cxc xcolumn=DETX ycolumn=DETY <reg.ds9

The name of the CXC data set to be created.

xcolumn no string X name of X column
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X-coordinates of region reference points will be stored in column with this name in the output data set.

ycolumn no string Y name of Y column
Y-coordinates of region reference points will be stored in column with this name in the output data set.
